The editorial and publication processes of the journal are
shaped in accordance with the guidelines of the Internation-
al Council of Medical Journal Editors (ICMJE), the World As-
sociation of Medical Editors (WAME), the Council of Science
Editors (CSE), the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE),
the European Association of Science Editors (EASE), and
National Information Standards Organization (NISO). The
journal conforms to the Principles of Transparency and Best
Practice in Scholarly Publishing (doaj.org/bestpractice).

Originality, high scientific quality, and citation potential
are the most important criteria for a manuscript to be ac-

cepted for publication. Manuscripts submitted for evalua-
tion should not have been previously presented or already
published in an electronic or printed medium. The journal
should be informed of manuscripts that have been submit-
ted to another journal for evaluation and rejected for pub-
lication. The submission of previous reviewer reports will
expedite the evaluation process. Manuscripts that have
been presented in a meeting should be submitted with de-
tailed information on the organization, including the name,
date, and location of the organization.

PEER REVIEW PROCESS

Manuscripts submitted to Journal of Education and Re-
search in Nursing will go through a double-blind peer-re-
view process. Each submission will be reviewed by at least
two external, independent peer reviewers who are experts
in their fields in order to ensure an unbiased evaluation
process. The editorial board will invite an external and in-
dependent editor to manage the evaluation processes of
manuscripts submitted by editors or by the editorial board
members of the journal. The Editor in Chief is the final au-
thority in the decision-making process for all submissions.

ETHICAL GUIDELINES

An approval of research protocols by the Ethics Committee
in accordance with international agreements (World Med-
ical Association Declaration of Helsinki “Ethical Principles
for Medical Research Involving Human Subjects,” amended
in October 2013, www.wma.net) is required for experimen-
tal, clinical, and drug studies and for some case reports. If
required, ethics committee reports, or an equivalent offi-
cial document will be requested from the authors. Submis-
sions which do not have ethical approval will be reviewed
according to COPE’s Research, Audit and Service Evalua-
tions guideline.

Such manuscripts can be rejected after editorial review
due to the lack of ethics committee approval.

For manuscripts concerning experimental research on
humans, a statement should be included that written in-
formed consent of patients and volunteers was obtained
following a detailed explanation of the procedures that
they may undergo.

Itis the authors’ responsibility to protect the patients’ ano-
nymity carefully. For photographs that may reveal the iden-
tity of the patients, signed releases of the patient or their
legal representative should be enclosed, and the publica-
tion approval must be provided in the Methods section.

For studies carried out on animals, an approval research
protocols by the Ethics Committee in accordance with
international agreements (Guide for the care and use of
laboratory animals, 8th edition, 2011” and/or “International
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Guiding Principles for Biomedical Research Involving Ani-
mals, 2012") is required. Also, the measures taken to pre-
vent pain and suffering of the animals should be stated
clearly in such studies.

Information on patient consent, the name of the ethics
committee, and the ethics committee approval number
and date should also be stated in the Methods section of
the manuscript.

PLAGIARISM AND ETHICAL MISCONDUCT

Journal of Education and Research in Nursing is extremely
sensitive about plagiarism. All submissions are screened
by a similarity detection software (iThenticate by Cross-
Check) at any point during the peer-review and/or produc-
tion process.

When you are discussing others’ (or your own) previous
work, please make sure that you cite the material correctly
in every instance.

Authors are strongly recommended to avoid any form pla-
giarism and ethical misconduct that are exemplified below.

Self- plagiarism (text-recycling): Overlapping sections or
sentences with the author’s previous publications without
citing them. Even if you are the author of the phrases or
sentences, the text should not have unacceptable similar-
ity with the previously published data.

Salami slicing: Using the same data of a research into
several different articles. Reporting the same hypotheses,
population, and methods of a study is into different papers
is not acceptable.

Data Fabrication: It is the addition of data that never oc-
curred during the gathering of data or the experiments.
Results and their interpretation must be based on the
complete data sets and reported accordingly.

Data Manipulation/Falsification: It means manipulating
research data with the intention of giving a false impres-
sion. This includes manipulating images (e.g. micrographs,
gels, radiological images), removing outliers or ‘inconve-
nient’ results, changing data points, etc.

In the event of alleged or suspected research misconduct,
e.g., plagiarism, citation manipulation, and data falsifica-
tion/fabrication, the Editorial Board will follow and act ac-
cording to COPE flowcharts.

PREPRINT

Journal of Education and Research in Nursing does not
consider preprint publications as prior publication. In other
words, authors are allowed to present and discuss their
findings on a non-commercial preprint server before sub-
mission to a journal.

Authors must provide the journal with the pre-print serv-
er deposition of their article accompanying its DOI during
initial submission.

If the article is published in the Journal of Education and
Research in Nursing, it is the responsibility of the authors
to update the archived preprint and link it to the published
version of the article.

AUTHORSHIP

Each person listed as an author should fulfill the author-
ship criteria recommended by the International Committee
of Medical Journal Editors (ICMJE - www.icmje.org). The
ICMJE recommends that authorship is based on the fol-
lowing four criteria:

1. Substantial contributions to the conception or design of
the work; or the acquisition, analysis, or interpretation of
data for the work; AND

2. Drafting the work or revising it critically for important
intellectual content; AND

3. Final approval of the version to be published; AND

4. Agreement to be accountable for all aspects of the work
in ensuring that questions related to the accuracy or integ-
rity of any part of the work are appropriately investigated
and resolved.

In addition to being accountable for the parts of the work
he/she has done, an author should be able to identify
which co-authors are responsible for specific other parts
of the work. Also, authors should have confidence in the
integrity of the contributions of their co-authors.

All those designated as authors should meet all four criteria
for authorship, and all who meet the four criteria should be
identified as authors. Those who do not meet all four criteria
should be acknowledged in the title page of the manuscript.

Journal of Education and Research in Nursing requires
corresponding authors to submit a signed and scanned
version of the Copyright Agreement and Acknowledge-
ment of Authorship form (available for download at http:/
jer-nursing.org/EN) during the initial submission process
to act appropriately on authorship rights and to prevent
ghost or honorary authorship. If the editorial board sus-
pects a case of “gift authorship,” the submission will be
rejected without further review. As part of the submission
of the manuscript, the corresponding author should also
send a short statement declaring that he/she accepts to
undertake all the responsibility for authorship during the
submission and review stages of the manuscript.

CHANGE OF AUTHORSHIP

Journal of Education and Research in Nursing reviews the
authorship according to the author’s declaration in the Ti-
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tle Page, thus it is the authors responsibility to send the
final order of the complete author names. Requests in the
change of authorship (e.g. removal/addition of the au-
thors, change in the order etc) after submission are sub-
ject to editorial approval.

The manuscripts should be prepared in accordance with ICM-
JE-Recommendations for the Conduct, Reporting, Editing, and
Publication of Scholarly Work in Medical Journals (updated in
December 2018 - http:/www.icmje.org/icmje-recommen-
dations.pdf). Authors are required to prepare manuscripts in
accordance with the CONSORT guidelines for randomized re-
search studies, STROBE guidelines for observational original
research studies, STARD guidelines for studies on diagnos-
tic accuracy, PRISMA guidelines for systematic reviews and
meta-analysis, ARRIVE guidelines for experimental animal
studies, and TREND guidelines for non-randomized public
behavior. To find the right guideline for your research, please
complete the questionnaire by Equator Network here.

The style of the manuscripts should be prepared according
to AMA Manual of Style 11*" Edition.

Manuscripts can only be submitted through the journal’s
online manuscript submission and evaluation system,
available at jern.manuscriptmanager.net. Manuscripts
submitted via any other medium and submissions by any-
one other than one of the authors will not be evaluated.

Manuscripts submitted to the journal will first go through
a technical evaluation process where the editorial office
staff will ensure that the manuscript has been prepared
and submitted in accordance with the journal’s guidelines.
Submissions that do not conform to the journal’s guide-
lines will be returned to the submitting author with techni-
cal correction requests.

Preparation of the Manuscript

Title page: A separate title page should be submitted with
all submissions and this page should include:
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The full title of the manuscript as well as a short title
(running head) of no more than 50 characters,
Name(s), affiliations, highest academic degree(s), and
ORCID IDs of the author(s),

Grant information and detailed information on the oth-
er sources of support,

Name, address, telephone (including the mobile phone
number), and email address of the corresponding author,
Acknowledgment of the individuals who contributed
to the preparation of the manuscript but who do not
fulfill the authorship criteria.

Abstract: An abstract should be submitted with all sub-
missions except for Letters to the Editor. The abstract of
Research Articles should be structured with subheadings
(Background, Methods, Results, and Conclusion). Please
check Table 1 below for word count specifications.

Keywords: Each submission must be accompanied by a min-
imum of three to a maximum of five keywords for subject
indexing at the end of the abstract. The keywords should be
listed in full without abbreviations. The keywords should be
selected from the National Library of Medicine, Medical Sub-
ject Headings database (https:/www.nlm.nih.gov/mesh/
MBrowser.html).

Main Points: All submissions except letters to the edi-
tor should be accompanied by 3 to 5 “main points” which
should emphasize the most noteworthy results of the study
and underline the principal message that is addressed to
the reader. This section should be structured as itemized to
give a general overview of the article. Since “Main Points”
targeting the experts and specialists of the field, each item
should be written as plain and straightforward as possible.

Manuscript Types

Research Articles: This is the most important type of article
since it provides new information based on original research.
Acceptance of original papers will be based upon the original-
ity and importance of the investigation. The main text of orig-
inal articles should be structured with Introduction, Material
and Methods, Results, and Discussion subheadings. Please
check Table 1 for the limitations for Original Articles.

Clinical Trials

Journal of Education and Research in Nursing adopts the
ICMJE’s clinical trial registration policy, which requires that
clinical trials must be registered in a publicly accessible
registry that is a primary register of the WHO International
Trials Registry Platform (ICTRP) or in ClinicalTrials.gov.

Instructions for the clinical trials are listed below.

Clinical trial registry is only required for the prospec-
tive research projects that study the relationship be-
tween a health-related intervention and an outcome
by assigning people.

To have their manuscript evaluated in the journal, au-
thor should register their research to a public registry
at or before the time of first patient enroliment.

Based on most up to date ICMJE recommendations,
Journal of Education and Research in Nursing accepts
public registries that include minimum acceptable 24-
item trial registration dataset.

Authors are required to state a data sharing plan for
the clinical trial registration. Please see details under
“Data Sharing” section.

While submitting a clinical trial to Journal of Education
and Research in Nursing,

Authors are required to make registration to a publicly
accessible registry according to ICMJE recommenda-
tions and the instructions above.

The name of the registry and the registration number
should be provided in the Title Page during the initial
submission.

Data sharing statement should also be stated in the
Title Page even the authors do not plan to share it.

Clinical trial and data sharing policy of the journal will be
valid for the articles submitted from 1 March 2021.

Reporting Statistical Analysis

Statistical analysis to support conclusions is usually nec-
essary. Statistical analyses must be conducted in accor-
dance with international statistical reporting standards
(Altman DG, Gore SM, Gardner MJ, Pocock SJ. Statistical
guidelines for contributors to medical journals. Br Med
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J 1983: 7; 1489-93). Information on statistical analyses
should be provided with a separate subheading under the
Materials and Methods section and the statistical soft-
ware that was used during the process must be specified.

Values for reporting statistical data, such as P values and
Cls should be presented and rounded appropriately. P values
should be expressed to 2 digits to the right of the decimal
point unless the first 2 digits are zeros, in which case 3 dig-
its to the right of the decimal place should be provided (eg,
instead of P < .01, report as P = .002). However, values close
to .05 may be reported to 3 decimal places because the .05
is an arbitrary cut point for statistical significance (eg, P =
.053). P values less than .001 should be designated as P <
.001 rather than exact values (eg, P = .000006).

Units should be prepared in accordance with the Interna-
tional System of Units (SI).

Editorial Comments: Invited brief editorial comments on
selected articles are published in the Journal of Education
and Research in Nursing. Editorials should not be longer
than 1000 words excluding references. Editorial com-
ments aim to provide a brief critical commentary by re-
viewers with expertise or with high reputation in the topic
of the research article published in the journal. Authors are
selected and invited by the journal to provide such com-
ments. Abstract, Keywords, and Tables, Figures, Images,
and other media are not included.

Review Articles: Reviews prepared by authors who have ex-
tensive knowledge on a particular field and whose scientific
background has been translated into a high volume of pub-
lications with a high citation potential are welcomed. These
authors may even be invited by the journal. Reviews should
describe, discuss, and evaluate the current level of knowl-
edge of a topic in clinical practice and should guide future
studies. The subheadings of the review articles should be
planned by the authors. However, each review article should
include an “Introduction” and a “Conclusion” section. Please
check Table 1 for the limitations for Review Articles.

Case Reports: There is limited space for case reports in the
journal and reports on rare cases or conditions that constitute
challenges in diagnosis and treatment, those offering new
therapies or revealing knowledge not included in the litera-
ture, and interesting and educative case reports are accept-
ed for publication. The text should include Introduction, Case
Presentation, and Discussion with an unstructured abstract.
Please check Table 1 for the limitations for Case Reports.

Letters to the Editor: This type of manuscript discusses im-
portant parts, overlooked aspects, or lacking parts of a previ-
ously published article. Articles on subjects within the scope
of the journal that might attract the readers’ attention, par-
ticularly educative cases, may also be submitted in the form
of a “Letter to the Editor.” Readers can also present their com-

ments on the published manuscripts in the form of a “Letter
to the Editor.” Abstract, Keywords, and Tables, Figures, Imag-
es, and other media should not be included. The text should
be unstructured. The manuscript that is being commented on
must be properly cited within this manuscript.

Tables

Tables should be included in the main document, present-
ed after the reference list, and they should be numbered
consecutively in the order they are referred to within the
main text. A descriptive title must be placed above the ta-
bles. Abbreviations used in the tables should be defined
below the tables by footnotes (even if they are defined
within the main text). Tables should be created using the
“insert table” command of the word processing software
and they should be arranged clearly to provide easy read-
ing. Data presented in the tables should not be a repetition
of the data presented within the main text but should be
supporting the main text.

Figures and Figure Legends

Figures, graphics, and photographs should be submitted
as separate files (in TIFF or JPEG format) through the sub-
mission system. The files should not be embedded in a
Word document or the main document. When there are fig-
ure subunits, the subunits should not be merged to form
a single image. Each subunit should be submitted sepa-
rately through the submission system. Images should not
be labeled (a, b, c, etc.) to indicate figure subunits. Thick
and thin arrows, arrowheads, stars, asterisks, and sim-
ilar marks can be used on the images to support figure
legends. Like the rest of the submission, the figures too
should be blind. Any information within the images that
may indicate an individual or institution should be blinded.
The minimum resolution of each submitted figure should
be 300 DPI. To prevent delays in the evaluation process, all
submitted figures should be clear in resolution and large in
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size (minimum dimensions: 100 x 100 mm). Figure legends
should be listed at the end of the main document.

All acronyms and abbreviations used in the manuscript
should be defined at first use, both in the abstract and
in the main text. The abbreviation should be provided in
parentheses following the definition.

When a drug, product, hardware, or software program is
mentioned within the main text, product information, in-
cluding the name of the product, the producer of the prod-
uct, and city and the country of the company (including the
state if in USA), should be provided in parentheses in the
following format: “Discovery St PET/CT scanner (General
Electric, Milwaukee, WI, USA)”

All references, tables, and figures should be referred to with-
in the main text, and they should be numbered consecutively
in the order they are referred to within the main text.

Limitations, drawbacks, and the shortcomings of original
articles should be mentioned in the Discussion section be-
fore the conclusion paragraph.

References

Both in-text citations and the references must be prepared
according to the AMA Manual of Style 11th Edition.

While citing publications, preference should be given to the
latest, most up-to-date publications. Authors are responsi-
ble for the accuracy of references If an ahead-of-print pub-
lication is cited, the DOl number should be provided. Journal
titles should be abbreviated in accordance with the journal
abbreviations in Index Medicus/MEDLINE/PubMed. When
there are six or fewer authors, all authors should be listed.
If there are seven or more authors, the first three authors
should be listed followed by “et al.” In the main text of the
manuscript, references should be cited in superscript after
punctuation. The reference styles for different types of pub-
lications are presented in the following examples.

While talking about scientific value, “national and universal values “, which are gradually losing their importance and differing
in the world and in our country, came to my mind. If you wish, let us first look through what the word “value” means from the
Turkish Language Association (TLA). Among the definitions given are “the abstract measure to determine the importance of
something, the value that something is worth”, “superior quality, virtue” or “the whole of material and spiritual elements that
involve the social, cultural, economic and scientific values of a nation”. | would like to open up the subject of the values in the
last definition a little bit.

Values, as can be understood from their definition, are unifying phenomena on which society agrees. Therefore, there is a
closeness among people with shared values, which gives values great importance as a means of solidarity for the society.
In this context, as individuals and educators, we have important responsibilities in learning the values that are among
the elements that ensure the existence of the society and its continuation in the future and transferring them to the next
generations. It should not be forgotten that in the formation and establishment of a value with this sense of responsibility,
the acceptance and approval of that value by the society is of great importance and this process takes a long time.

With globalization, scientific, technological, economic, political and socio-cultural developments have caused significant
changes on the habits, lifestyles, and needs of societies. As a result of this, some positive/negative changes have
occurred in universal and national values. While it is expected that globalization will encourage everyone to be a world
person and increase the commitment to universal values, we are witnessing the differentiation of some values. For
example, we see that the value of sharing and solidarity has been replaced by individualization; values such as human
rights, democracy, entrepreneurship, and total quality have taken the place of tolerance, trust, and love. Let’'s remember
some of our universal and national values together and question ourselves.

Love (to humans, nature, animals), respect (to humans, nature, animals, state, law), tolerance, loyalty (to the nation, country,
laws, state), scientificness, responsibility, patriotism, respect for differences, respect for rights and freedoms, aesthetics,
equality, peace, sensitivity to the natural environment, fairness, helpfulness, sensitivity to cultural heritage, sensitivity to
human rights, sedulity, cleanness, integrity, the superiority of law, courage...

When you look at these values, you see how essential they are for the world and humanity. So, how much do we own and
protect these values? Can we individually transfer these values to future generations adequately? Which values have we
lost, what new values have we acquired? Do these new values connect people or keep them apart? Can we regain the values
we lost? It is possible to increase these questions. Even if we ask ourselves only these questions, we will have thought the
components of belief in universal values such as sensitivity/awareness, caring, and usefulness and have activated them.
